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From the Mission Fields

Missionary Kit Jamandron, Cambodia:

Greetings from your tribal missionaries in Northeast Cambodia! By God’s amazing grace, interesting
mile-stones have defined our work since the inception of Bethany Baptist Church, Rattanakiri Missions a
decade ago. As a church, we are now moving forward to equipping our brethren for the works of the
ministry.

During the second quarter of 2017, we have already formalized and instituted a church organization
structure based on ministry functions with its respective ministry leader. Under my authority are seven
elders, who lead and perform ministry functions and also supervise other ministry leaders. The ministry
leaders are still presenting their program of activities and action plans on which they are held
accountable on its implementation. Overall, the church has organized thirty-nine (39) ministry functions
which are delegated to members who are faithful and with a good track-record and testimony. The end
result of this activity would pave the way for the members to become an: (1) active participator in the
ministries where they belong to as they become accountable for their program of action; and (2) optimize
and streamline the processes of decision-making and execution of tasks as the ministry leaders would
take ownership to what God has assigned to them. From my end, this would result to unclogging
numerous tasks which will lead me to just focus on my core pastoral responsibilities.

We had a church attendance between fifty (50) and sixty (60) comprising of members, regular attendees
and visitors during the last quarter. There are two (2) regular attendees who are siblings: (i) Somnak (17
years old) and (ii) Deein (15 years old). Both of them are our prospects for waters of baptism from the
Katchok ethnic minority in the very remote tribal village of Phum Kachut Kraum, which is 40 kilometres
away from Banlung.

Msnry Hilton and Juvy Soloriano (Nepal); Pastor Jake and Alma Caranto (Philippines); Chan Hak Seyhar
(Vietnam); Msnry Jojo and Ging Latade (Mexico) yet to be commissioned and just this month another
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couple Fermar and Annalee Garcia for further training possibly to the country of Israel. Next month, Soun
Vutha a Cambodian will be in Makati also. We are grateful to Bethany Makati and our Dr. Gerry G. Nable
for everything but GOD gets the Glory for all.

We are currently doing series of lessons in all our churches, and let me share
with you another blessing. As Paul wrote to the church at Corinth, a city consequently of ltaly, he is re-
minding his readers of some new facts about themselves. We are all ministers, “blood-bought-believers,”
in Christ Jesus and then addresses the dissensions that is pulling them apart. He teaches in 1 Cor 2,
three vital truths that we need to be reminded. As ministers we need to be; declaring God (vs1-4), no
other Messiah and never in our Might; having Faith (vs 5-8), not in this world nor in what we see, includ-
ing men with fame-power-wealth; and walking Spiritually (vs 9-16), reflects our new Owner, re-stresses
our identity, and reveals our nature.
